ONE is nonpartisan and works closely with African policy makers and activ-

ists. Supporters of ONE include hundreds of leading Christian voices including pastors Rick Warren and Bill Hybels; musicians Switchfoot and 

Jars of Clay; and lawmakers Dr. Bill Frist and Senator Rick Santorum. Additionally, ONE’s partners include Compassion International and World 

Vision. 

ONE achieves change through advocacy. They hold world leaders accountable for the commitments they’ve made to fight extreme poverty, 

and campaign for better development policies, more effective aid and trade reform. They also support greater democracy, accountability and 

transparency to ensure policies to beat poverty are implemented effectively.

ONE’s power to enact change comes from us. When together we raise our voices as one, the powerful listen. In addition to engaging stu-

dents on issues of global importance, ONE effectively demonstrates the power and responsibility we as believers have to influence our leaders 

and speak out for the least among us (Matthew 25:40).
